• Mercury  

– Very low just after sunset for first half of this month

• Venus
– Very low, visible just after sunset. Best seen towards the end of the 

month

• Mars
– Best seen in the early morning.

• Jupiter
– Very favourable this month

• Saturn
– Best see just before dawn

• Uranus
– Best seen at around 2100hrs in the southern sky at the beginning of 

the month moving to around 1900hrs at the end of the month

• Neptune
– Most favourable at the beginning of the month. Visible just after 

sunset

– Persistent trains
